WHEN SUFFERING STRIKES, REMEMBER . . . .

1) God’s People should not be Surprised



Genesis 15:13

“Then the Lord said to Abram, ‘Know 

for certain that your offspring will be 

sojourners in a land that is not theirs 

and will be servants there, and they will 

be afflicted for four hundred years.”



1 Peter 4:12

“Beloved, do not be surprised at the 

fiery trial when it comes upon you to 

test you, as though some strange thing 

were happening to you.”
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1) God’s People should not be Surprised

- We HAVE suffered; we ARE suffering; 

we WILL suffer

- Contrast: natural consequence and 

spiritual oppression
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WHEN SUFFERING STRIKES, REMEMBER . . . .

2) God’s Blessing will not be Suppressed

- Reorient blessing from “external” to 

“internal”

- Redefine blessing from “stuff” to 

“state”

“I can do all things through him who 

strengthens me.”

“Not that I am speaking of being in need, 

for I have learned in whatever situation I 

am to be content.
