Congregational Mission Development Fund
To assist local congregations with startup costs for new projects, or develop significantly new directions, to reach out beyond their membership in local or global mission.  Partnerships with other congregations are encouraged.
Funding Criteria & Priorities:
♦ Fund activities that reach beyond/outside an individual congregation, or group of congregations, and develop a higher level of mission within the church (congregation) or Presbytery.
♦ May include a collaboration of multiple churches, providing at least one congregation is a member of Washington Presbytery and plays a significant role in the project.
♦ Funds are not intended for internal church projects with limited or no outreach to the community at large.
♦ Preference to provide start up funds for new projects (to help get project off the ground) or to assist with significantly new directions of existing projects.
♦ Require significant matching support from local congregation, including cash and in-kind (e.g. volunteer time, space, supplies, etc.) support.
♦ Project description must address, at minimum, the following issues:
      - How does this project/activity spread the gospel of    

        Jesus Christ?
     - How does this project/activity encourage local 
       mission & outreach?
♦ Priority may be given to smaller churches.
♦ Requests for individual mission trip support must have the local congregational sponsorship, financial support, and be submitted through the local congregation.
♦ No grant shall exceed $2,000 per single congregation, nor exceed $5,000 for 
multi-congregation partnerships.
♦ No assistance will be paid directly to an individual.
♦ A Congregation Mission Development grant award does not assure awards for subsequent funding through this or other mission funds.
♦ All funded projects will require regular reports and final evaluation report to Mission & Stewardship Committee.
Examples of Congregation Mission Development Awards
♥ Media outreach campaign for new contemporary worship project
♥ Health Ministry outreach projects
♥ Community youth outreach projects
♥ Purchase of supplies to renovate community centers in Brazil
♥ Purchase well-digging supplies for the LaCroix mission project in Haiti
♥ Match funds for start up of Resurrection Power – a Christian based recovery support project.
♥ New youth & adult mission workcamp initiatives
♥ Congregation-sponsored international mission trip opportunities for individuals
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APPLICATION PROCEDURES
Requests for Congregation Mission Development funds should include the following information:
1) Date of Application.
2) Proposed start date and anticipated length of the project or trip.
 3) Name(s), Address(es), Phone number(s), e-mail and fax numbers of Applicant Congregation(s).
4) Name(s), Address(es), Phone number(s), e-mail and fax numbers of Contact person(s).
 5) Describe project /mission trip for which Congregational Mission Development Funds are being requested.  Be sure to address:
- Purpose and goals of the project /trip
- How does this project/activity spread the   

  gospel of Jesus Christ?
- How does this project/activity encourage 
  local mission & outreach?
6) How is (are) the congregation(s) supporting and involved in the project/trip?  How many persons in the congregation(s) will be involved?
7) The amount of funding requested through the Congregational Mission Development Fund.
8) Describe the costs of the project/trip, include all anticipated costs and sources of income.
9)  Describe the need for and how Congregation Mission Development Funds will be used to support the project/trip.
10) How will you share the experience with other local congregations and the Presbytery?
11) How do you plan to evaluate the success or failure of this project?
