It is simply the pleasure derived
from fulfilling one’s desire.

FOUR CHARACTERISTICS OF CONFLICT

A. Unsatisfied
You lust and do not have. James 4:2a
Seeking pleasures never gives us full satisfaction.

B. Uncontrolled
You murder and covet and cannot obtain. James 4:2b
Murder is the extreme to which frustrated desire may lead.

C. Untapped
You fight and war. Yet you do not have because you do not ask. James 4:2c

D. Unanswered
You ask and do not receive, because you ask amiss, that you may spend it on your pleasures.
James 4:3

In verse 2c, there is no receiving because there is no asking. But in verse 3, there is no
receiving because the asking is done with the wrong motive.
