1- Romans 4:20 He staggered not at the promise of God through unbelief; but was strong 
in faith, giving glory to God; 
 

2- Proverbs 29:23 A man's pride shall bring him low: but honour shall uphold the humble 
in spirit. 

 
3- Ecclesiastes 10:2 A wise man's heart is at his right hand; but a fool's heart at his left. 

 
4- Proverbs 18:4 The words of a man's mouth are as deep waters, [and] the wellspring of 

wisdom [as] a flowing brook. 
 

5- Proverbs 12:14 A man shall be satisfied with good by the fruit of [his] mouth: and the 
recompence of a man's hands shall be rendered unto him. 

 
6- Proverbs 16:7 When a man's ways please the LORD, he maketh even his enemies to be
