Then he must call 

for the elders of the church and they are to pray 

over him, anointing him with oil in the name of 

the Lord; 15 and the prayer offered in faith will 

restore the one who is sick, and the Lord will 

raise him up, and if he has committed sins, they 

will be forgiven him. 16 Therefore, confess your 

sins to one another, and pray for one another so 

that you may be healed. The effective prayer of a 

righteous man can accomplish much.  



The definition of the word [sick] means 

physically sick or ill, physically weak, 

unsaved or morally weak, economically 

weak or in need. Contextually in the Book 

of James its meaning is a [physically 

weakness]. 



1 Peter 2:9 (NASB95)  

9 But you are A CHOSEN RACE, A royal 

PRIESTHOOD, A HOLY NATION, A PEOPLE FOR 

God’s OWN POSSESSION, so that you may 

proclaim the excellencies of Him who has 

called you out of darkness into His 

marvelous light;  



Acts 1:8 (NASB95)  

8 but you will receive power when the Holy 

Spirit has come upon you; and you shall be 

My witnesses both in Jerusalem, and in all 

Judea and Samaria, and even to the 

remotest part of the earth.”

Why the anointing oil. 
• Reminds us that we are a chose 

people, we are the house of God. 
• Anointing is a holy act and it 

represents the actual act of God, and 
the power of God utilized thru His 
chosen people. 

• Reminds us that the Spirit of the 
Lord is upon us, without the Spirit 
we have no ministry. 



• Reminds us of our commission that 
we are to set the captives free. 

• Reminds us that God is greater. 
• Reminds us that we are God’s 

anointed are not to be oppressed. 
• Anointing all points back to Jesus 

and what He did for us on the cross.
