Psalm 37:23–24 (NASB95)

headlong, Because the LORD is the 

One who holds his hand.  



Genesis 8: 4, 6-7, 10-11 

The word time in Hebrew is ‘eth’ 

which simply means timing. 

Noah knew how to float his assets 

when the world was in 

liquidation! 

Noah prospered during a crisis 

because he was in right place at 

right time. 



When did the dove come back: ‘in the 

evening’. 

• It is here that you find the word ‘eth’ 

which means ‘timing’ appearing for the 

first time in the Bible. 

• In the evening was the right timing. 

• It is interesting that the first mention of 

timing has to do with the Holy Spirit. 

• Every believer has the Holy Spirit to lead 

you and place you in the right place at the 

right time.

• Elisha speaks to Shunammite 

woman and tells her to leave 

because of a coming famine at 

a specific place and time. 

• Gehazi speaks to the King 

about Elisha at a specific 

place and time.

• The woman shows up to speak 

to the King at a specific place 

and time. 

• The King restores her land and 

wealth at a specific place and 

time.
