3. God’s people divided by Tribe/family as a social order under the Temple (Gen. 49)
4. God’s New Covenant — Jesus & Paul restate the roles and rules of family
(Matt. 19:4-6; Eph. 5:22-33)
5. God’s relationship with us — Jesus calls God “Our Father” (175+). (Matt. 6:9-13)
C. Three dominant forces that shape our kids worldview
1. Parents — primary influencers
2. Media (16,000 hours of media)
