The Bible tell us in Matthew 19:14, “Suffer little children and forbid them not, for such
is the kingdom of Heaven.” As Parents and Ministry Staff, we will work together as a
team to teach children to have a understanding and knowledge of our Lord and Savior
Jesus Christ. Children will come to know that at an early age they can accept Christ
into their lives and have him become their Lord and personal Savior.

“Train up a child in the way he should go and when he is old he will not depart from it’
(Proverbs 22:6).

Goal: TRAIN up a Child

Ministry Staff will
acknowledge each child’s growth and potential and encourage self-sufficiency to
promote mastery.

Instruct/Inspire — Children to learn about God and his amazing Grace. Staff will con-
tinue to provide an atmosphere that is fun, exciting and conducive to children learning.
We will empower, encourage, and praise children as they participate in Children
Church Worship Celebration.

Nurture — Parents and Ministry Staff will be mindful to nurture the heart of every child
that enters the doors of St. John Church. We realize children come with their history
of uncertainty and reluctance. Ministry staff will show Christ’s love in every action we
take through an environment of love, respect and trust. Each child will gain confidence
in knowing they can blossom into a Disciple of Christ which God has purposed for
their lives.
