This quarter I’d like to talk 

about TREASURES: What are 

treasures? Treasures are 

things that are important to 

us. Treasures can sometimes 

be people, things, or memories. 

What may be a treasure for one 

person may be insignificant to 

others.  

Talk to your children about 

who they think are “people 

treasures” & remember the 

words of Philippians 4:8, 

“whatever is TRUE, whatever 

is NOBLE, whatever is RIGHT, 

whatever is PURE, whatever  

is LOVELY, what-ever is     

ADMIRABLE, if anything is 

excellent or praiseworthy, 

think about those things & the 

God of peace will be with you.”  

By using words similar to this 

Scripture you can help your 

child understand what a 

“people treasure”.  Some words 

might be: works hard, happy, 

loves Jesus, kind, gentle, 

smiles, loves me. You might 

even want to make a list or 

take photos of “people treas-

ures” & post them on a bulletin 

board or somewhere special. 

Even should your child begin to 

realize that not all the people 

they know will fall into the 

category of a “people treasure” 

for them, that they will always 

be a treasure for Jesus. Jesus 

loves everyone & everyone is a 

treasure to Jesus.  

Young children may not, nor 

should they, have to focus their      

attention on the negative
