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WHAT IS A FI]EUS CITY?

What would it mean for a city to have disciples of Jesus
multiplying throughout it and starting communities that did
the same? A Focus City concentrates ministry on an entire
city by working with local church leaders and ministry
organizations, and by saturating an area with missionaries
who teach the gospel, disciple believers and train believers
to make disciples. A Focus City then becomes a 'bounce’ city,
launching teams to other cities. The vision of a Focus City
sees the region filled with a "new normal" for Christ
followers. The DNA of that new normal is one that makes and
multiplies disciples of Jesus so that entire populations know
and experience life in God's kingdom today. These disciples
are so familiar with God and His Word they naturally extend
the lifestyle to others. They can't help but share their
excitement and love for Him, thus fulfilling the Great

Commission.
