The combined number of evangelicals in Poland is less than one percent of the
population, making Poles an unreached people group. The number of Jews living in
Poland continues to be extremely small, but now, 75 years after the Holocaust and
World War Il, the Jewish population has begun growing. However, both in Poland and
around the world, very few Jews have a personal relationship with the Messiah, Jesus
Christ.
