Introduction:
· Galatians 6:6-10
· Have you ever paused to consider what kind of harvest your life is producing?
· In a world obsessed with instant gratification, Paul’s words in Galatians 6 remind us that life is not just about the moment it is about the momentum. Every choice, every act of generosity, every moment of perseverance is a seed. And those who seeds are growing into something far greater than we can see.
· Paul urges us to think beyond the surface: “Do not be misled-you cannot mock the justice of God. You will always harvest what you plant.”
· This is not just a warning; it is a promise. A promise that what we invest in the Spirit will yield eternal reward. A promise that our labor in love, our faithfulness in hardship, and our kindness in mundane are never wasted.
· Today, we will explore what it means to sow to please the Spirit, how to stay faithful when weariness creeps in, and why doing good, especially to the family of faith, is a sacred calling. This passage is a call to live intentionally, generously, and eternally.
· So, let me ask you: What are you sowing today?

1. Sharing with those who Teach (v. 6)
a. Principle: Spiritual instruction deserves material support.
b. Application: Encourage generosity toward those who labor in teaching and preaching. 
c. Reflection: Are we valuing the Word enough to invest in those who deliver it?
d. 1 Timothy 5:17-18: Elders who do their work well should be respected and paid well, especially those who work hard at both preaching and teaching. For the Scripture says, “You must not muzzle an ox to keep it from eating as it treads out the grain.” And in another place, “Those who work deserve their pay.”

2. The Law of the Harvest (vv. 7-8)
a. “You cannot mock the justice of God”-Our actions have consequences.
b. Contrast: 
i. Sowing in the Flesh: leads to corruption.
ii. Sowing in the Spirit: leads to eternal life
c. Illustration: Like planting seeds, our daily choices grow into future realities.
d. 2 Corinthians 9:6: Remember this-a farmer who plants only a few seeds will get a small crop. But the one who plants generously will get a generous crop.
e. Hosea 10:12: I said, “Plant the good seeds of righteousness, and you will harvest a crop of love. Plow up the hard ground of your hearts, for now is the time to seek the LORD, that he may come and shower righteousness upon you.”
f. Proverbs 22:8: Those who plant injustice will harvest disaster, and their reign of terror will come to an end.

3. Perseverance in Doing Good (v. 9)
a. Encouragement: Do not grow, weary harvest comes. “At the just the right time”
b. Challenge: Goodness often requires endurance and faith.
c. Promise: God sees and rewards faithful service.
d. James 1:2-4
e. Romans 5:3-5

4. Opportunity and Priority in Doing Good (v. 10)
a. Call to Action: Do good to everyone
b. Priority: Especially “to those in the family of faith.” Our Spiritual Family
c. Practical Examples:
i. Acts of kindness in the church
ii. Support for believers in need.
iii. Encouragement and Prayer.

Conclusion/Application
· As we close, Paul’s words remind us that the Christian Life is not sprint it is a sowing season. Every choice, every act of generosity, every moment of perseverance is a seed planted in the soil of eternity. 
· So let us not grow weary. Yes, the road is long. Yes, the harvest may seem delayed. But God is faithful. The seeds of love, truth, and sacrifice will bear fruit in due time.
· Let us be people who sow to the Spirit:
· Who invests in what lasts.
· Who bless others, especially those in the household of faith.
· Who trust that even when no one sees, God does.
· And when we feel tired, discouraged, or tempted to give up, may we remember this promise: “At just the right time we will reap a harvest of blessing if we don’t give up.”
· So go now sow boldly, love deeply, and trust fully. The harvest is coming.
