The Light that Finds Us
Luke 24:1-6

Introduction:
· Luke 24:1-6
· Welcome to our Sunrise Service, a moment when creation itself seems to pause and breathe as the first light breaks across the horizon. There is something sacred about gathering at this early hour. Before the world fully awakens, before our minds fill with noise, we stand quiet where God often speaks the clearest.
· Today we reflect on “The Light that Find Us.” Not the light that we chase, not the light that we earn, but the light that comes searching for us, right where we are. Just as the sun rises faithfully whether we are ready or not, the light of Christ reaches into every shadowed place of our lives with grace that refuses to give up on us.
· Some of us came this morning carrying joy. Some come carrying questions. Some come carrying burdens we have held far too long. But the good news is that light of God does not wait for us to be perfect, polished, or prepared. It finds us in our doubt, in our weariness, in our longing. It brings hope.
· As the sky brightens around us, may we open our hearts to the One who said, “I am the light of the world.” May this rising sun remind us that no night lasts forever, no darkness is too deep for God’s love to break through.
· Let us worship the God whose light find us, restores us, and leads us into a new day.

Sermon
· On the first easter morning, the women did not come expecting a miracle. They came expecting to finish the work of grief. They carried spices, not songs. They carried sorrow, not celebration. They carried questions, not confidence.
· And yet the miracle met them anyway.
· The stone was rolled away. The tomb was empty. The darkness they expected was replaced by a dawn they never imagined.
· This is the pattern of God’s Grace
· Light breaking into places we thought were sealed shut.
· Hope rises where we expected only endings.
· God moving even when we feel stuck or uncertain.
· The resurrection is not just an event; it is a declaration that nothing; not night, fear, no failure gets the final word.

The Women at the Tomb
· They came in the dim light of morning, carrying the weight of loss. But angel’s words reframed everything:
· “He isn’t here.” Not in the place of death. Not in a place of despair. Not in the place where they last saw Him.
· “He is risen from the Dead.” Meaning
· God is already ahead of you.
· Grace is already at work.
· The Story is not over.


What Sunrise Teaches Us
· Every sunrise is a sermon. It tells us that darkness is temporary. It tells us that God is faithful. It tells us that even when we cannot see the sun, it is still moving toward us.
· And that is the message someone here needs today: You do not chase the light. You do not have to earn the light. You do not have to manufacture the light. 

The Light that finds you.
· Just as it found the women at the tomb. Just as it found the disciples hiding in fear. Just as it finds us right here, right now.

The Invitation of Easter Morning
· Easter invites us to step out of the shadows we have been living in:
· Fear that has shaped our decisions
· Regret that has weighed on our hearts
· Weariness that has dulled our hope
· The risen Christ calls us into a new day, a new beginning, a new way of seeing ourselves and the world. 
· Not because everything is perfect. Not because all problems vanish. But because the One who conquered death walks with us into whatever comes next.

Conclusion:
· As the sun rises over this new day, we are reminded of a truth far greater than the turning of the earth: God’s light does not wait for us to find it. God light comes looking for us.
· It finds us in our doubts.
· It finds us in our griefs.
· It finds us in our wandering.
· It finds us even in the places we thought were too dark, too broken, or too far gone.
· Just as this morning’s light reached us without our effort, the light of Christ reaches into every corner of our lives with grace that refuses to give up. The resurrection is not only an event we remember; it is a reality that keeps breaking into our world, again and again, calling us out of shadows and into new life.
· So, as we leave this sunrise moment, may we carry with us the assurance that:
· We are seen.
· We are sought.
· We are loved.
· We are called into the light.
· And may that light not only find us, but shine through us. Into our homes, our communities, and every place hope is needed.
· Christ is risen.
· The light has come.
· And it will keep finding us.
