· As we explore this passage we are invited to join the song of heaven. We are invited to see Jesus as He truly is worthy of all blessing, honor, glory, and power; and to let that vision reshape how we live, how we pray, and how we worship today.

1. Worship is Universal 
a. Every Creature lifting their voices together.
i. Angels
ii. Humans
iii. Animals
iv. The Depths of the Sea
b. Worship is not confined to a church building or a Sunday Morning. It’s a lifestyle. At VCC we want to make Worship a lifestyle 
c. It is the heartbeat of creation, the natural response to God’s glory.
d. Psalm 67:3-4: May the nations praise you, O God. Yes, may all the nations praise you. Let the whole world sing for joy because you govern the nations with justice and guide the people of the whole world.
e. Psalm 86:9: All the nations you made will come and bow before you, Lord; they will praise your holy name.
2. Worship is Christ-Centered
a. “to the one sitting on the throne (God the Father) and the Lamb (Jesus Christ).”
b. Jesus is not just a teacher or prophet. He is worthy of our worship.
c. Our worship must be focused on who He is and what He has done: the Lamb who redeemed us by His blood.
d. John 4:23-24: “But the time is coming-indeed is here now-when true worshipers will worship the Father in spirit and in truth. The Father is looking for those who worship him that way. For God is Spirit, so those who worship him must worship in spirit and truth.”
e. Colossians 3:16: Let the message about Christ, in all its richness, fill your lives. Teach and counsel each other with all the wisdom he gives. Sing psalms and hymns and spiritual songs to God with thankful hearts.
3. Worship is Eternal
a. “forever and ever.”
b. Worship is not a temporary activity it is our eternal calling.
c. In heaven, there will be no distractions, no weariness, no sin. Only pure adoration.
d. But we do not have to wait until heaven to start. Worship now is a foretaste of eternity.
e. Psalm 90:2: Before the mountains were born, before you gave birth to the earth and the world, from beginning to end, you are God.
f. Isaiah 40:28: Have you never heard? Have you never understood? The LORD is the everlasting God, the Creator of all the earth. He never grows weak or weary. No one can measure the depths of his understanding.
g. 1 Timothy 1:17: All honor and glory to God forever and ever! He is the eternal King, the unseen one who never dies; he alone is God. Amen.

Application
· Make Worship a Lifestyle: Let your daily actions, words, and thoughts glorify Jesus!
· Join the heavenly chorus: When you worship, you are participating in something far bigger than yourself.
· Keep your eyes on the Lamb: In trials, remember that the One you worship is also the One who reigns.
Conclusion:
· Revelation 5:13 gives us one of the most breathtaking scenes in all of Scripture: “every creature in heaven and on earth and under the earth and in the sea” lifting one unified voice to declare that Jesus is worthy. It’s the moment when all creation finally recognizes what heaven has always known, that the Lamb who was slain is the rightful King of the universe. 
· This vision is not just a glimpse of the future; it is an invitation for the present. If all creation will one day bow before Jesus, then worship is not optional for us, it’s our destiny. It is what we were made for. Worship is not merely singing; it’s surrender. It is aligning our lives with the truth that Jesus alone deserves all blessing, honor, glory, and power. So, as we leave today, we do not walk away from worship, we walk into it. We join the song that heaven is already singing. We let our lives echo the praise of Revelation 5:13. We choose to live as people who know the Lamb has conquered, who know the King is on the throne, and who know that every breath we take is an opportunity to give Him glory.
· May our hearts, our homes, our work, and our witness become places where the worship of Jesus is unmistakable. And may our lives today reflect the worship we will offer forever.
